How to Prepare for the FAA Test

It is important to realize that to become a safe and competent pilot, you need more than just the academic knowledge required to pass a test. For a comprehensive knowledge training program, we recommend either a structured ground school with a qualified flight or ground instructor or the Cessna Computer-Based Interactive( training system.  The Cessna CBI Program is a complete aeronautical knowledge training system in one kit, complete with interactive CD’s that you can use in your own home, a book that further explains the data in the CD’s, a syllabus detaining your flight training process and each lesson to be flown, a flight computer and your first pilot log book.  This organized course of instruction will help you complete the course in a timely manner, and you will be able to have your questions answered.  Additional instruction will be available from your personal flight instructor during your flight training. 

The Cessna CBI kit contains all study materials, including sample examinations that prepare you to take and pass the FAA Written Examination.  By reviewing the questions and studying the material, you will be well equipped to take the test. 

Who Can Take the Test

Since Delaware Skyways( is a Certified CATS FAA-approved testing site, when you are ready to take the FAA computerized test, contact CATS( on the toll-free number (800 947-4228) to schedule with them.  When you come in to take the test, you must present evidence that you have completed the appropriate ground instruction or a home study course. This proof may be in the form of a graduation certificate from your Cessna CBI pilot training course, a written statement, or a log-book entry by a certified ground or flight instructor. If you cannot provide one of the above documents, you may present evidence of a completed home study course to a FAA aviation safety inspector for approval. 

You also must provide evidence of a permanent mailing address, appropriate identification, and proof of your age. The identification must include a current photograph, your signature, and your residential address, if different from your mailing address. You may present this information in more than one form of identification, such as a driver's license, government identification card, passport, alien residency (green) card, or a military identification card. 

Test Materials, Reference Materials, and Aids 

You are allowed to use aids, reference materials, and test materials within specified guidelines, provided the actual test questions or answers are not revealed. All Models of aviation-oriented computers, regardless of manufacturer, may be used, including hand-held computers designed expressly for aviation use, and also small electronic calculators that perform arithmetic functions. Simple functions such as square root or percent keys are also acceptable.

In addition, you may use any reference materials provided with the test. You also may use scales, straightedges, protractors, plotters, navigation computers, log sheets, and, as already mentioned, electronic or mechanical calculators that are directly related to the test. Permanently inscribed manufacturer's instructions on the front and back of these aids, such as, formulas, conversions, regulations, signals, weather data, holding pattern diagrams, frequencies, weight and balance formulas, and ATC procedures are permissible.
